The BFZ subcommittee met in March, and there is verbal buy-in from the VRC, Catholic Charities, and
the VA in the northern counties; the deadline for applying is fast approaching, and ADOH needs a
more concrete commitment from Coconino and Mohave Counties before agreeing to fund the
application. A meeting was scheduled for May 27* in order to make a final decision prior to taking the
matter to the GAB for approval before the deadline.
