Consider the following suggestions to determine the appropriate Service Area:

A.
 Consider the nature and size of the proposed activity. Public improvements such as parks, streets, waste water, water, and public safety equipment each need to be assessed differently. A large park may serve an entire census tract or community whereas a small park will not. The number of fire trucks (as well as the location of other fire stations) will determine whether the station serves an entire community, census tract or only one or several block groups.  Generally, the larger the size of the proposed activity, the larger the Service Area.

B. 
Consider the location of the proposed activity. A proposed facility at the perimeter of the SA would likely need some physical barrier to verify that the SA is appropriate. If residents of an adjacent neighborhood could substantially benefit from the activity under consideration, the SA proposed may be improperly designed.

C. 
Consider the accessibility to beneficiaries. Issues such as traffic patterns, physical barriers (highways, major public improvements, etc.), access to public transportation, parking, land use issues, and language barriers may establish realistic limits to a Service Area.

D. 
Consider the existence or lack of comparable facilities or services/improvements. In most instances, the SA for one activity should not overlap with a comparable activity serving the same region, e.g., two community centers or fire stations. If there are no other facilities or comparable services, the SA will likely be the entire area that can utilize the activity regardless of its location in an LM area. For example, if no other park in the community has a swimming pool, then it would be deemed to serve the entire community even though the pool is located in a LM Block Group.

The description should emphasize how the activity will benefit low and moderate income persons at least to the same extent as it will benefit persons of higher income levels who will also benefit from the proposed activity, and how the activity will not benefit LM persons to the exclusion of very low income persons.

EXAMPLE FOR A STREET PROJECT: Cactus Street is the main arterial for this entire primarily residential Census Tract (CT). Thus the Service Area is the entire C.T. #003. The two C.T.s which border this C.T., (#001 and #002) are largely unpopulated (or primarily commercial) (or traffic patterns are such that those residents use other streets, i.e., they are likely to drive along A Avenue which has no stop signs rather than along Cactus Street, which has a number of stops and a school zone).

EXAMPLE FOR A WATER TREATMENT PLANT: The ABC Water Treatment Plant for the Town of Amazing serves the entire community and its service does not extend outside of the Town limits into the County. Because all of the residents in the Town are connected to the sewer system they are all considered beneficiaries of the proposed improvements at the Plant.

The ABC Water Treatment Plant for the Town of Amazing is one of two plants within the Town limits. The ABC plant serves approximately 40% of the residents of Amazing. Please see the utility maps included with the application for a detail of the Service Area. These maps show which residences are connected to the Town sewer serviced by the ABC plant and will thus benefit from the proposed improvements at the plant.
