If any two of the above conditions are met, the structure can be considered dilapidated.

b.
If the proposed CDBG activity does NOT relate to buildings, then at least one public improvement (other than the proposed activity) must be documented to be in a general state of deterioration, and an objective definition of such must be included.

If the proposed activity is for public improvements, there must be evidence that THE PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS, AS A WHOLE, IN THE TARGET AREA are deteriorating or deteriorated. The CDBG Program has defined "as a whole" as including at least two items which must include the proposed activity. That is, if the proposed activity is street improvements, there must be at least one other deteriorating or deteriorated public improvement in the Target Area, such as water lines or parks.

The only exception to the requirement that several improvements be deteriorated or deteriorating is if the proposed activity is commercial rehab or demolition/clearance. In those instances, the only object that must be quantified and defined is the activity to be undertaken.

       Examples of ACCEPTABLE RESPONSES:


Total number in Service Area: Quantify the objects you are going to measure 

· water, sewer, utility line, streets or sidewalks - use linear feet

· building demolition or commercial rehab - use the number of buildings in the target area.

· parking lot construction - use the number of unpaved, poorly maintained, or vacant lots in the target

EXAMPLE: There are no sidewalks in much of the downtown portion of this community. This results in residents and visitors walking in the street, which is dangerous and slows traffic. Thus, the construction of sidewalks will eliminate one of the areas blighting conditions.  OR the dilapidated buildings to be demolished create a health and safety hazard to the area residents. They are an "attractive nuisance" for area children, several of whom have been hurt while playing there; and the fire department has been called in several times to extinguish small fires which endangered other area buildings and contributed to increased fire insurance costs for such. The demolition of the five buildings identified will remove these hazards and increase the attractiveness of the area to both tourists and local residents.
